Year 7 Activity Day Saturday 17 September 2011
 

I am delighted to invite your daughters to an exciting Activity Day for all girls joining Year 7 at Channing in September. This will take place on Saturday 17 September 2011 at Stubbers Adventure Centre in Upminster, Essex. The aim is for everybody to get to know each other as soon as possible at the start of the year and to try new, challenging activities. We expect all girls in the year to attend. During the day, the girls will participate in 4 activities: team challenge, high ropes, raft building and bell boating.  Each activity will be run by experienced and qualified Stubbers leaders within the safe environment of the 130-acre estate. A team of 8 Channing staff, including myself and form tutors, together with several sixth formers, will accompany the girls throughout the day. One member of staff is a fully qualified First Aider. Each girl is automatically covered for personal accident (Holmswood Peronal Accident) by the school unless this cover is declined. 

Transport will be by coach. We shall leave Channing at 7.30am and ask that you drop your daughters promptly at school by 7.25am.  We shall leave Stubbers at 4pm and return to school for a barbecue, field games and a talent show in the evening. The day will finish at 8.30pm and we ask that you collect your daughters from school at this time. 

 

Every girl will need her own packed lunch.

 

Girls will need to be dressed suitably and comfortably in track-suit and trainers for outdoor activities. We suggest old clothing and old trainers. A complete set of dry clothes, a second pair of trainers and a towel are essential because there will be wet activities. Please ensure that girls are also prepared for changeable weather so layers, to include t-shirts, sweatshirts and rainproof jackets, are advised.

 

In the interests of security, we ask that girls do NOT bring mobile phones or iPods with them and please note that they will NOT need any money. A contact number will be given to you nearer the time in case of any emergency.

The cost of the trip will be approximately £52 to include all activities, transport, a Channing t-shirt and the BBQ. This cost will be added to the fees bill at the end of the Autumn term. 

Please complete and return the enclosed Parental Consent and Code of Conduct forms to the school office by Monday 6 June. Please ensure that both you and your daughter sign these forms. Please write any relevant medical information and specify whether your daughter has any special food requirements.
